The evolutionary “dogma” often shows up in population studies. For instance, how long have the aborigines been here in Australia?

At school, I was taught about 20,000 years. Now it appears to be about 40,000 years, and I suppose the next estimate it will be even more.

Have you ever noticed that these dates/times/estimates always keep going up, never down? 

So, how long have they really been here? Good question. Let’s do some basic sums. 
· Firstly, let’s assume that just two aboriginals (one male and one female) arrived here in Australia 40,000 years ago

· Let’s further assume that the population only doubles every 1,000 years. Now, this rate of growth is extremely small as I’m sure you will agree; on the verge of extinction. For example, the rate of growth of the world’s population at present is about 1.73% per annum (Guinness Book of Records, 2002 Edition, p173). At this rate (1.73%) it means that the world’s population approximately doubles every 40 years.

Ok, let’s do some sums.
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T+27000
268,435,456
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T+29000
1,073,741,824
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2,147,483,648
That’s over 2 billion! And we are only at the 30,000 years mark. And remember, this is at the miserable population growth rate of only doubling every 1,000 years! When Captain Cook reached Australia, if the aboriginals had really been here for 30,000 years, then there should have been millions of aborigines wandering around!

However, the Guinness Book of Records, 1993 Edition, p 328, records that the peak Aboriginal population is estimated at between 250,000 and 300,000 at the time of the earliest white occupation. At the miserable growth rate of only doubling every 1000 years, then this population can be achieved in about 27,000 years; at a more realistic growth rate (the current nett rate of growth of the world’s population; 1.73% per annum) it would take less than 1400 years.

So, how long have the aboriginals really been in Australia? It certainly can’t be 30,000 years.

The 30,000 years is a belief – evolutionary dogma, taught to one and all as “fact” even though the sums (and other evidences) do not support it.

I pray this gets you thinking.
